It may seem to many that the job of protecting
the civil justice system is reserved to just a few
national organizations.  In fact, CJ&D is the only
national non-trial lawyer group dedicated exclu-
sively to protecting the civil justice system.  

However, at the state level, there are many con-
sumer groups with whom we work that also
deserve national attention for their efforts.  While
we try to help these groups with our own
research and reports, we also owe a huge debt of
gratitude to them for fighting for patients' rights,
access to our courts and corporate accountability.
Like CJ&D, these groups have limited resources
but boundless determination and enthusiasm.  

From grassroots activists groups like the
Maryland Coalition for PatientsÕRights - which
in just over two years has rallied more than 1,800
members into their organization while relying on
a full-time staff  of just one person - to
California's Foundation for Taxpayer and
Consumer Rights, which thanks to its large and
expert staff is able to produce some of the most

powerful and poignant research on the insurance
industry and other consumer issues, these groups
are having a critical impact.  

As Michael Bennett, a man you will read more
about later in this newsletter, told us, ÒThe fact
remains that nothing will ever be more effective
than getting the public involved in these issues.
All the work that goes on behind the scenes is
important but incremental - you need to get the
public involved to see how quickly change can
really happen.Ó  

As you'll see, groups throughout the country
have taken this to heart and thanks to their edu-
cational outreach and organizing, so many of the
consumer rights we sometimes take for granted
have remained in place during a time when spe-
cial interests, maybe more so than ever, want to
destroy those rights.  

Here are just some of the groups that have made
a huge difference in their community:

Several years ago, as debate in the Connecticut
legislature began focusing on a range of so-
called Òtort reformsÓ relating to the medical
community, a group of Connecticut residents
who had been personally affected by medical
malpractice decided to get together and form a
patients' advocacy group. 

As Jean Rexford, the group's executive director
points out, malpractice survivors whose cases
are over do not have Òdeep pockets and personal
financial interestÓ at stake in the outcome of a
legislative debate.  While groups such as the
state medical society and others interested in
passing ÒcapsÓ on damages could stand to bene-
fit from that legislation, the members of
Connecticut Center for Patient Safety were in
Rexford's words Òspeaking truth to power. Ó

Thanks in large meas-
ure to their efforts, the
caps were defeated.

Growing from what
was then a small, unincorporated group of volun-
teers into what is now an organization boasting
over 300 members, Connecticut Center for
Patient Safety has under the stewardship of their
president, Steve Giovanni, been able to transition
into the role of advocating for positive legisla-
tion rather than simply fighting bills that would
potentially harm Connecticut patients.

Connecticut Center for Patient Safety
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In 2004, Michael Bennett's father, Mark, became yet another victim of an all-too-common
problem in this country when he contracted a number of bacterial infections while in the hos-
pital.  These infections would latter cost Mark Bennett his life.  

At the time, Michael had contacted CJ&D about potential efforts to pass legislation limiting
incidents of hospital-borne infections on the state and national level.  As Michael has said pub-
licly, ÒWhen my father passed on, I made a commitment to do everything in my power to reha-
bilitate a dysfunctional and incompetent healthcare system and to protect the rights of the vic-
tims of medical negligence.Ó

In the very short time since, thanks in large part to one man's efforts, the Maryland Coalition
for Patients' Rights has grown into a patients safety powerhouse with over 1,800 members
throughout the state and has gained a real place at the table on matters relating to patients
rights in Maryland and beyond.

ÒWe're at a point now where we have politicians from all over the state asking us to endorse
them, so I think we're doing pretty well,Ó Bennett explained.  Indeed.  With a full-time staff
of just one, this group helped defeat Òover 50 tort reform billsÓ in their short history.  ÒWe've
found that victims are the most eloquent advocates on these issues, because we speak from the
heart,Ó he said.

Maryland Coalition for PatientsÕ Rights

Founded in 1998, Texas Watch has been active in innumer-
able Texas statehouse battles over legislation that would be
potentially devastating to consumer rights for state resi-
dents.  With a staff of five, Texas Watch has been working
on such varied issues as homeowners insurance, workplace
and medical safety and access to our court system. Texas
Watch has provided a strong, informed voice for the rights
of consumers in an often hostile environment.

Most recently, the group has produced an essential report
on the true effects of limiting compensation for victims in
medical malpractice cases, a law barely passed by voter
initiative in 2003. During the current legislative session,
Texas Watch is working to pass legislation that would
strengthen the laws protecting whistle blowers in the state,
as well as other insurance industry reforms. ÒWe've been
getting lots of positive feedback from legislators who are
expressing their endorsement of consumer protections,Ó
Texas Watch's executive director Alex Winslow said.

In 2005, CJ&D decided it was time to expand our efforts to pro-
tect access to the court system by opening an office in Chicago,
Illinois is a state in which national Òtort reformÓ organizations
have focused tremendous efforts and resources in recent years.

Through the efforts of its staff members, including researcher
Akane Tsuruta, CJ&D-IL's reports and public advocacy focus on
exposing this national effort in the state, and the negative conse-
quences that so-called Òtort reformsÓ have had on the citizens of
Illinois and elsewhere.  

Additionally, in this legislative session, CJ&D-IL will be advocat-
ing for nursing home reform; to ensure that the most vulnerable
citizens of Illinois will be protected from harmful nursing prac-
tices; passing legislation boosting worker's safety across the state;
and reforming the financing of judicial elections to ensure that
judges in the state will never been compromised by their obliga-
tions to corporate interests. 

As former staff director Katina Cummings told us, ÒCJ&D
Illinois is working to educate the public about the corporate actors
in Illinois and outside the state, as well as the true mission of the
tort reformers - which is taking away the rights of the citizens of
Illinois.Ó

Founded in 2002, Georgia Watch, has been tireless ever since in their efforts to
protect consumer rights in their state.  With a full-time staff of just four people,
the group, through their statewide consumer education workshops and Georgia-
specific research and reports on areas such as the state of health care, insurance
issues and issues relating to personal finances for all Georgians, has been able to
make major headway in this fight.

As Coley Ward, the group's communication director stated, ÒWhat we're all about
is working to pass legislation that is going to benefit our state's residents.Ó  Given
the fact that Georgia has not always been the most consumer-friendly state in our
nation, their efforts provide an invaluable service to the residents of the state.

The group, led by Executive Director Allie Wall, is working on a range of laws
that benefit Georgia families - from insurance industry reform; to payday lending,
a predatory lending practice that seems designed to keep borrowers in debt; to leg-
islation that would allow families of malpractice victims to address their state's
medical review board.  (This law is based on legislation, known as ÒTaylor's LawÓ
that was passed in Massachusetts thanks to the tireless efforts of John
McCormack, who lost his young daughter, Taylor, as the result of a doctor's neg-
ligence.)

With a long list of consumer rights issues in their sights, it is clear that Georgia
Watch will be serving Georgians well for years to come.

Georgia Watch

One of the most powerful and active advocates for
consumer rights in this country is the Foundation
for Taxpayer & Consumer Rights (FTCR), based in
Santa Monica, California.  The group, which has a
staff of ten, has been a leader in the field of con-

sumer rights since the mid-1980's.   Growing out of the 1988 successful effort
to pass by voter initiative the country's strongest insurance reform law, Prop.
103, FTCR now works on exposing corporate corruption and industry mis-
deeds in many arenas. 

Additionally, the group has been instrumental in their work exposing the truth
behind the medical malpractice (MICRA) caps passed in California in 1975,
which despite some assertions to the contrary, did nothing to reduce malprac-
tice rates for doctors operating in the state and has severely hurt catastrophi-
cally-injured patients. 

But while the group has been active on all fronts concerning consumer rights,
many have come to know them also as a foil to the current governor of
California, Arnold Schwarzenegger. While the governor has been intent on
serially pushing policies that would be harmful to consumers, there is no doubt
that he and his staff are aware that the very formidable watchdogs at FTCR
will be watching and making sure his misdeeds do not go unnoticed.

In 2002, CJ&D formed Americans for Insurance
Reform (AIR), the nation's largest consumer coalition
advocating insurance industry reforms, which
includes over 100 national and local consumer groups
from over 30 states.

Through its spokespeople J. Robert Hunter, Director
of Insurance for the Consumer Federation of America,
and Joanne Doroshow, Executive Director of CJ&D,
AIR has continued to be active on the insurance
reform issue through the production of new studies
that are both national and state-specific in scope.

In the wake of Hurricane Katrina, AIR set up a hotline
for policyholders who were having difficulty securing
the insurance money they were owed.  The result was
astounding.  In the subsequent months, AIR took calls
from hundreds of area residents, the substance of

which were reproduced in a report entitled ÒThe
Insurance Industry's Troubling Response to Hurricane
Katrina,Ó which has become a touchstone for anyone
working on issues relating to hurricanes and the insur-
ance industry.

More recently, AIR has promoted a comprehensive
study by CFA detailing the staggering profit increases
made by the insurance industry in recent years.  To
read this report and others shedding light on an indus-
try all too happy to have their practices remain in the
shadows, visit AIR's website at http://centerjd.org/air/.
